1T IS FINISHED. Jobn XiX. 30,

T hath been, and flill is generally confidered
to be a truth, that the words of dying per-
fons, efpecially fuch as die inthe Lord, are in-
terefting and important. Hence it is that the
houthold, and family of faith, are difpofed to re-
cord the dying teftimony of faints, who died in
thelively exercife of faith on Jefus, as worthy of
their remembrance : It being an immutable
truth, that precious in the fight of the Lord is the
death of his [aints, through the death of Chrift,
who died for them, rhe just for the unjust, to bring
us unto God. 'Thus it is written, blessed are the
dead which die in the Lord.

to his people is beyond all conception and ex-

preflion.  As the Father prefented the church to

Chrift in eternity, and gave them to him as his

fpoufe, in whont his glory was to fhine forth, fo

he was to be their glory, and they were to be his

gloty. The love of Chrift to them, as the gift

of his Father’slove to him, and his love to them

as his body, pafleth all which can be conceived in

earth or beaven.

To give the utmoft demonftration of God's

'Whilft they were
driving the nails through his hands and feet, to
faften him to the gibbet, he opened his mouth
in prayer to his Father, on the behalf of his
elet crucifiers, faying, Fatber forgive them, for
they know not what they do.

O the infinity of his love | His heart was all
love ! It is omnipotent, it is immutable love !
it blazed forth in its full meridian ; it thone forth
in all its effulgency when Chrift hung on the crofs,
made fin and a curfe for us. Chrift’s love is fuch
that words cannot exprefs, nor thoughts con-
ceive, ncither in time nor eternity, the height,
depth, length, nor breadth of it; we may well
cry out, O the depth! Many waters could not
quench it.  All the floods of divine wrath could
not dry it up. Jefus bears down fin—all fin—
and all belonging to fin in his people, by his in-
comprehenfible love—mercy — obedience and
blood. Here is love, fuch as cannot be fully
known in heaven to eternity.

When he left our
world, he gave outward vifible evidence of the
omnipotent conqueft he had ‘made of death;
and many were the witneffes of it. Death felt
the power of Jefus’s death, and found it to be

D2 the
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did that which will make his name precious
throughout all generations. He made a full trial
of the efficacy of his blood, by fending down the
Holy Ghoft, who preached the virtue of it inthe
hearts of the very murderers of himfelf. They,
in believing, found the blood of Chrift, cleanfeth
from all fin. Tt cleanfed them from the guilt of
being the murderers of the Son of God. A guilt
blacker than all the blacknefs of hell.  Surely, if
it could cleanfe them from their guilt, it muft
be all-fufficient to cleanfe from all fin, May
the Lord help us to put honour upon it, by be-
Tieving, I remember hearing our Jefus exalted
in the preachingof the late truly excellent Ro-
maine, having thefe thoughts, and departing from
Black-friars church, conceiving thus—If I had
no intereft in this Jefus for myfelf, yet I would
blefs him from the ground of my heart, for the
millions of millions of finners, who will efcape

damnation, and inherit glory, and all by virtue
ofhis moft precious blood{hedding and righteouf=
nefs. There was real grace in it @ it is beft with
us, when we leave ourfelves out, and give the
Lamb his praife. O that it may be given you,
by the Holy Spirit, to look off yourfelves, and
ook wholly and intenfely to the Lamb in the
midft of the throne, and may you the remain-
ing part of this fabbath, be exercifed in falling
down and crying out, Blessing and honour, and

Slory,
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fight for us to beheld Jefus as our atonement.
When cur Lord uttered his dereliction cry, he
had complcted the work of falvation; and he
fpoke then to inform us, how truly he had ex-
perienced all contained in the curfe due to fin.
Our Lord fpoke for the fifth time, faying, /
thirst.. He thirded moft vehemently for the
everlafiing falvation of his people. Though a
fever might be brought or him by his crucifixion,
the pains of which might dry up'his radical moif-
ture, and bring on him a vehement thirft, yet
his foul thirfted moft intenfely for the good of
his people.  Our Jefus was Sampfon’s antitype :
he was the firongeft of men, who conquered by
his own ftrength ; and on his having obtained a
viétory over the enemics of his people, was fore
& :birst, and called on the Lord. Sampfon died
with his arms ftretched out, holding one pillar
in his right band, and the other with his left, and
by his fuperior ftrength, pulled down the houfe,
wzlls, roof and all, about the ears of the idola-
tors; {o that he flew more in his death, than in
his life. So Jefus hung on the crofs with his
arms ftretched out, and by his own invincible
power, conquered fin, fatan, death, and hell,
dying ; then he uttered the words of our text,
It is fuifbed.

‘This brings me to my third particular, viz. the
fupport and confolation, which may by faith, be
received and drawn from them,

In
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in all the gloties of his Mediatorial Perfon, and
Grace, within the veil : To fee him thus is hea-
ven: To have communion with him, is the per-
fection both of grace and gloty: He is on his
throne, almighty to fave. Light is not more
fuited to the eye, nor food to the hungry, nor
drink to the thirfty, thaim Jefus is to a poor
guilty finful creature. There is every thing in
Jefus Chrift to fuit any finner out of hell, who
feels his guilty, finful, undone ftate, and is
made willing to be faved by him. In the name
and prefence of my mofl divinely precious Lord
Jefus, T will be bold to fpeak out, and will be
very free with you; faying, firs, it makes fio
matter to s, the minifters of the Lord and fa-
viour, what you are; nor what your guilt is ;
Jefus is all love:  Heis nothing but love; heis
more mighty to fave than fin is to damn. His
blood is more effectually efficacious to purity,
than fin, with all contained in it, is to defile the
foul. Nor was there ever yet any kind of fin,
or finner, but Jefus hath pardoned and faved.
If T had a congregation of perfons, whofe fin«
fulnefs, guilt, filth, crimes, and demerit, ex-
ceeded all the damned in hell, I (hould have
no other fubje& but this before us, nor make
any change in it, except it were to preach Chrift
and his falvation more fully, and freely, as the
Almighty and All-fufficient faviour of guilty
men. His blood alone, being the antidote

againft
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as fin, and from the inward fenfe he had of his
Father’s wrath, which was inflidted on him, ke
was in an agony, and bis fweat was it were great
drops of blood. When the blefled Jefus was under
the imputation of our fin, and guilt, and bore
the (hame, and pain, and death and hell, due to
fin, to all the fins of his members, the whole
punithment due to fin, was executed on him.
He was wounded for our tranfgreffions 5 be was bruifed
Jor our inigaities. It pleafed the Lord to bruife him,
and put bim to grief.  Our Lord’s fufferings were
both intenfive and extenfive ; he was, fays Paul,
made a curfe for us. In every faculty, fenfe, and
member, throughout every part of foul and
body, he underwent the whole punithment due
to fin. In his foul, he {uftained the whole curfe
due to fin; his fufferings began in his foul :
hence he cried out, Now is my foul troubled. His
fufferings extended to his body ; what muft his
fufferings have been when he was {courged by the
foldiers? when all his body was as one wound.
What muft he have felt when crowned with
thorns ? a fruit of the curfe due to fin. What
muft his pains have beerr when ftretched on the
cold crofs, and his arms diftended, with his hands
and feet nailed to the crofs? What a man of
forrows, when he hung fix long hours on the tree,
with his wounds bleeding, and his whole body
covered with his own blood : but the utmoft fe-
verity of his foul travail came on him, as he

Jefus Jehovah, the God-Man, with all the
love of God-head in his heart, in his incarnate
ftate, ftood up in the law-place, room and ftead
of his people, and as their Surety, lived and
obeyed the law for them.

Jefus Chrift and his people are one : they were
in him, and he was their reprefentative when he
obeyed the law for them. His life of obedience
is their everlafting righteoufnefs, and they are
immutably righteous in him. When he had
magnified the law, and made it everlaftingly
honourable, then he ftood up as their {ponfor,
and the Lord caufed to meet, and laid on him,
the iniquities of us all, and made him fin for
us. Jehovah the Father, who only could dif-
pofe of iniquity, caufed all the fins of the elect,
in every age, and throughout all gencrations of
time, to gather together, and the Lord hath made
the iniquities of us all to meet on him. When
they came in upon, and encompafied our moft
precious Mediator ; then his foul was heavy unto
death. He was fore amazed : exceeding forrowful,
and addrefled his divine Father, faying, O my
Father, if it de poffible, let 1his cup pafs from me.
When our Jefus thus ftood zbe just for the unjust 5
he had a full and intuitive knowledge of all the
fins of his people, and felt the burthen of them,
and found it to be an intolerable load. He
bore all the guilt, filth, and demerit contained
in their crimes. From the view he had of /i
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approach unto me, faith the Lord ? Jer. xxx. 21,
Thefe are my own words, and I pronounce them
with reverence, though I will not retra& them.
Jefus Chrift, God-Man, in the covenant of the
‘[rinity,undertook the accomplithing the greateft
work, which He, God-Man, was capable of
performing. He was to bring in by his obedience
unto death, an everlafting righteoufnefs. To
put away fin by the facrifice of himfelf. To
conquer death and hell. And to prefent his peo-
ple before the throne, more completely righteous,
holy, and f{potlefs, than though they had never
been defiled. This was a greater work than his
creating all things, and upholding them by the
word of his power. Upon the footing of thefe
eternal tranfactions between the Father and the
Son, God was én Christ, reconciling the world uato
bimfelf, not imputing their irefpaffes unto them. As
foon as fin had éntered into the world, and death
by fin, then God opened the eternal defigns of
his Grace, proclaiming his Chrift, and, faying,
threateningwife to the devil in the ferpent, I wi//
put enmity between thee and the woman, and between
thy feed and ber feed, it, or be, fhall brm]é thy bead,
and thou fbalt bruife bis beel.

Salvation was hereby made known, and an
eternal triamph proclaimed by the Lord God
himfelf, over fin, and all the power of the enemy.
What was thus delivered, contained the revela-
tion of Jefus Chrift ; it laid a foundation for the

the whole gofpel in epitome. The learned tell
us, this important declaration, It is finifbed, is
but one word in the original, It may be, it is
to point out the perfeftion of this important
teftimony pronounced by our dying Lord. This
moft blefled book, the Bible, is the record of
God concerning his Son. He gives teftimony
in it, that there is life and falvation for every one
that believeth in Jefus ; God fo loved the world,
that be gave his only begotten Son, that ‘whosezver be-
lieveth 1 bim, [bouid not perifb, but have everlasting
One of the moft excellent things declared in it
is this, That it is a faithful [aying, dnd worthy of
all acceptation, that Fesus Christ came into the world
to fave finners. This book informsus of the en-
trance of fin into our world, by one man, and
death by fin. And the Gofpel is a folemn tefti-
mony, that as fin hath reigned unto death, even fo
grace reigns through righteoufuefs, unto eternal life,
through Fesus Christ our Lord.  As the natural fun
hath the air as a medium, and communicates his
influence to the univerfe, fo Jefus, the fon of
righteoufnefs, hath the facred {criptures as the fir-
mament in which he fhines forth, and communi-
cates his influences to the fouls of his beloved
by which means he communicates his Spirit,
and refrefhes the fouls of his people, with thein-
fluence and efficacy of his obedience and
paffion,

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prefs, of the fierce wrath of the Lord God Al-
mighty ; and hath on bis westure, and on his thigh,
a name written, King of Kings, and Lord of Lords.
Our Lord in the garden, and on the crofs, was
furrounded with the whole hoft of hell. The
infernal f{pirits, with fatan their chief, at the
head of them, may be conceived as then infult-
ing Chrift, crying out, Aba, fo would we bave it,
He with fin and curfe, imputed to and iafliGted
on him, without putting forth half his ftrength,
with eternal honour to himfelf, obtained ever-
lafting viQory, and gained endlefs triumph over
themall. We have a glorious account of it, in
thefe words of the apoftie, Aud baving fpoiled
principalities and powers, he made a fhew of them
openly, triumpbing over them in it or, on it, i. e. on
the crofs 5 or, as it is in the margin, in bimfelf.
Jelus conquered all the devils in hell, on the
crofs. Having expiated the guilt and filth of
fin, by his obedience and bloodfhedding, and re-
moved it out of the fight of God, by the offer-
ing of himfelf, he copquered fatan and his princi-
palities and powers, abolifbed death, perfumed the
grave, and rofe from it with everlafting triumph,
faying, I am ke that liveth, and was dead ; and be-
hold, I am alive for ever more, and have the keys
of bell and death.

Our Jefus hath deftroyed death.  Forafnuch as
the children were partakers of fle/b and blood, be alfo
Dimfelf likewife took part of thefame, that through death

facrifice of himfelf. He had by his bloody fweat,
wafhed his people from their fins, in his own
blood. He had fatisfied the juftice of the Father,
by making his foul an offering for fin. Thus, as
that Mighty One, on whom the Father had laid
help, who had now vanquifhed fin—the curfe of
the law—the world—fatan—death and hell, he
fhouts, It is finifhed.

This brings me, fecondly, to confider, What
our Lord had his eye on, when he uttered thefe
words ; what he defigned, and is contained in
them.

It is commonly faid, thefe words, It is finifhed,
were fpoken by Chrift with reference to the cere-
monial law ; which, as it was typical of Chrift, a
fhadow, of which Chrift was the fubftance; fo
it received its true and full accomplithment in
the perfon—life—actions—{acrifice and death of
our Immanuel : he being the end of it.

Without all doubt, there is an important
truth contained in fuch an affertion ; but more
than this is alfo moft clearly and certainly con-
tained in our Lord’s words, It is finifbed.

Our Lord was a good textuary : he knew the
feriptures, and what was written in them con-
cerning himfelf ; hLe alfo meditated on them day
and night. They dwelt richly in him, in all wif-
dom, and {piritual underftanding. When our
Jefus therefore uttered thefe words, 17 is finifbed,
he had his eye on the 24th verfe of the ninth

chapter
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Be might defiroy him that had the power of death, that
is the devil. Heb. ii. 14.  Ifaiah, {peaking of
this Conqueror, faith, He will fwallow up death in
widlory. Hofea, gives us the very words Jefus
uttered at his refurrection, he fpeaking of his
redeemed under the power of death, faid, I will
ranfom them fron the powwer of the grave: I will redeem
them from death: O death I will be thy plagues: O
grave 1 will be thy destrultion : repentance fhail be hid
from mine eyes. Give me leave to recite what I re-
ceived from one who was favoured with fome pre-
cious knowledge and believing views of Chrift. He
gave me to underftand, that by faith in the perfon
of Immanuel, and from apprehending himfelf in
Chrift, and one with bhim, he could derive fupport
from the whole work of Jehovab Jefus, and rejoice
and triumph in his vi€tories, over all fins, miferies,
and enemies. He ufed to fay, « aman in Christ
thould live on Chrift, as though himfelf was the
only object of our Lord’s fove. As though the
whole of Chrift’s work was entirely for him: and
aught to triumph in Jefus as being faved in him
with an everlafting falvation.” Tadd, furely in
the faith of Jefus, a believer may live comfortably
he being as righteous in God’s fight, as the
righteoufnefs of Chrift can make him. And die
as confidently as though he had never finned in
thought, word, nor deed, becaufe in Chrift, he
is as pure as the blood of Chrift can make him.
He may therefore enter Heaven with boldnefs

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Ghoft fets his feal.  2%ea, [ith the Spirit, that they
may rest from their labours, and their works do Jol-
Jow them,  As they are truly blefled in the very
article of death, o their teftimony for Jefus in
their dying moments, yields to furviving faints
a fweet and heavenly perfume,  If their {piritual
fayings, pronounced with their dying lips, are
fragrant, what muft we think of the words of
Jefus, the Head and King of all his Saints, ut-
tered by him juft before ke expired on the crofs |
‘What fupport muft be contained in them for our
faith | What a fragrancy, odour and perfume !
Thefe words, If is finifbed ¢ For matter, they are
of vaft importance ; for truth, of infinite value.
They include and exprefs our Lord’s triumph
over fin—the world—fatan—death—and hell.
They are a never failing cordial againft the fears
of death ; and in union with, and in the exer-
cife of faith on Fesus the Conqueror, we alfo may
triumph over death, and bim that bad the power of
death, that is the devil.

No man, woman, nor child, can die fafely
without an intereft in Him who fpoke them.
Nor can there be any confolation in the hour of
death, without a fpiritual kmowledge of our
Lord’s meaning in them. If we have not com-
munion with Chrift, by faith in his word and
work, we cannot live happily, nor die comfort-
ably. My text contains the moft important

fentence in all the word of God : it contains
the
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In explaining the text,.I propofe the following
particulars :

Firft, To confider the ftate Chrift was in
when he uttered thefe words, ¢ Izis finished.”

Secondly, What our Lord defigned, and is
contained in them.

Thirdly, The fupport and confolation which
may by faith be received and drawn from
them.

Laftly, How moft exadtly fuited Jefus is, to
poor guilty finners.

Firft, Ipropofe to confider the ftate Chrift was
in, when he uttered thefe words, < It isfiuished.”
Jefus Chrift is the foundation of all truth ; the
life and light, the objett and fubject of the
gofpel of the blefled God. Our Chrift is the
falvation of his people on earth ; and he is the
everlafting glory of his people in heaven. His
perfon is invaluable. He is the Lord of Glory ;
the fountain of glory. He'is the heaven of hea-
ven of heavens. His love is the miracle and
myftery of eternity. It is wonderful, infinite
and divine! From everlafting to everlafling it is
one and the fame, without the leaft variablenefs,
or thadow of turning. The objects of his love
are the ele@. The many fons and daughters
which the Father hath given him, and for whom
he gave himfelf. His love to his beloved ones
paffeth knowledge. All their fprings of ever-

lafting
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againt theguilt of fin, and the fears of death.

And 1 pronounce it here to-day in open court,
in defiance of fin, fatan, and death, that zbe
blood of Féfus Chrift, the Sou of God, cleanféth from
all fin 5 and there is no finner out of hell, if he
be made willing by the holy f{pirit, but may
come and take the full benefit of our Lord’s
righteoufnefs and atonement, and find in be-
lieving on him, everlafting life.

Beloved, that perfon is moft exa&ly fit for
Chrift, aad Jefus can get himfeif everlafting glory
from him, who fees and fee/s himfelf, to be in
himfelf, as vileas fin can make him, and as de-
ferving of damnation as fin can render him. In
fuch an one, Jefus can Le magnified for ever and
ever. In healing every wound fin hath given
him—In cleanfing him from every {pot and
ftain—In pardoning all his crimes—In receiv-
ing bim freely.—In pronouncing his peace, and
continuing his blefling for evermorz.  If I heard
any one fay—I am as to my own caf2, the fub-
je& of more fin, guilt, and filth, than all the
damned in hell: Nordid I ever read of any
finner’s cafe like my own. I would reply, Be it
fo; yet Jefus infinitely and everlaftingly ex-
ceeds all thy guilt and demerit. If you had
all the finfulnefs in you, and infinitely more, than
all the damned in hell, yet it comes not up unto,
por will all this bare any comparifon with the
grace of God 4 Chriff : You areyet, to this

E very
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obje@ion you can make againft yourfelves, and
againft being faved frecly by grace, through the re-
demption which is in Christ Jefus, that is not an-
fivered and removed, in the everlafting gofpel.
If Theard one fay, ¢ Tam the fubje¢t of more
fin, guilt, and demerit, than all the damned in
hell.  Nor did T ever read of any finners cafe
like my own.” I would not fay one fingle word
to him about fin's deformity and demerit. No
indeed, I would not. But the Lord the Spirit,
being my helper, I would fet before him Chriss
erucified, with the prefent and everlafting cure and
health contained in the blocd and righteoufnefs
of the flaughtered Lamb. Andif it were given
that finner to come and place himfelf with all his
finfulnefs before our Jefus, {aying, Lord fave me.
Here I am at thy throne with ail my wounds,
guilt, and defilement, expeting to receive life,
health, and falvation, by thy looking on me, and
putting forth the virtue of thy life and death in
me. Sweet Jefus, let virtue go from thee, and
perfedtly heal me. T would boldly declare fuch
an one, in believing would receive from Chrift
everlafting life, purity, and righteoufnefs. Be-
caufe Jefus hath faid, and is bound by all the
honours of his God-head to make it good to
every finner who approacheth his Majetty, him
that cometh unto me, I will inno wife cast out. When
our Lord was {at down on his mediatorial throne,
a crowned conqueror, in glory everlafting ; he
